Prohibition to emit waste in contravention of theprescribed standards: No

one shall emit or cause to emit the noise, heatvaaste from any mechanical
means, industrial establishment or any other placecontravention of the

standards prescribed by the Ministry by a Notifmajpublished in the Gazette.

Power to Change Conditions:(1) In cases where it is deemed appropriate to

Power to stop Activities: (1) In cases where the inspector finds it necgskar

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conducting such inspection, the local administrastall make necessary police

personnel available to the inspector .

25. Punishment to inspectors: In case where the inspector cusses any loss or

damage to anyone by doing anything willfully or hvihala fide intention in the
course of discharging his/her duty under the Acthmse Rules, he/she shall be

punished according to the existing laws.
